Jones spent a year in Guatemala researching 
ancient Mayan artifacts, building homes for 
low-income families, and even tending bar 
for $1 an hour. He also designed a bar called 
Kafka with artist and bar owner Morgan 
Mense in Antigua, Guatemala. They two 
designed and built this bar in two weeks with 
a miniscule budget. Jones searched the city 
for scraps they could salvage and use. Jones 
also painted the huge mural in the entryway.

In Guatemala, many families don’t own their 
land, so when they move they can take 
their house with them. With an organization 
called Common Hope, Jones built 12 prefab /
moveable houses over a three-month period. 
These homes can be erected or dismantled 
in about two days. Jones is shown here with 
a family who lives in one of the houses, along 
with other Common Hope workers.
